Birding Lovely Southeastern Ohio

Marietta is the starting point for &l four
driving-birding trails but you can hop on any part of
them and hop off whenever it fits your schedule
and/or avian schedules.

Each trail has different habitats and topography B
each has solid bird populations depending on the

time of year.

Southeastern Ohio includes the portion of Ohio that

is 65% forest as well as pasture, hay and crop fields.

More than 225 bird species have been recorded in

Washington County B some as neo-tropical migrants

that nest here and some just passing through, some

as winter-only visitors and, of course, our year-round

residents.

HOW IT WORKS:

There are four driving-birding trails, each anchored in
Marietta.

Eastern Washington County Trail makes a loop along the
Ohio River into the eastern portion of the county which
includes part of the Wayne National Forest, the only
national forest in Ohio.

Western Washington CountyTrail loops through the
western part of the county.

Marietta Trail is centered in and around the city.

Muskingum River Trail follows the river northward into
Morgan County.

Since this map lacks detail, other options will be apparent
with a Washington County map.

However, the given mileage between stops and turn-offs
on the other three should provide an enjoyable trip
through beautiful countryside with many rewarding stops.
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
